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Clause No. 61. Clearances from buildings of lines of voltage exceeding 650 V.-
(1) An overhead line shall not cross over an existing building as far as possible and no building shall
be constructed under an existing overhead line.

(2) Where an overhead line of voltage, exceeding 650 V passes above or adjacent to any building or
part of a building it shall have on the basis of maximum sag a vertical clearance above the highest part
of the building immediately under such line, of not less than-

(i) | for lines of voltages exceeding 650 Volts up - | 3.7 metres
to and including 33,000 Volts

(ii) | for lines of voltages exceeding 33 kV

3.7 metres plus 0.30 metre for every
additional 33,000 Volts or part
thereof.

(3) The horizontal clearance between the nearest conductor and any part of such building shall, on the
basis of maximum deflection due to wind pressure, be not less than-

(ii) | for lines of voltages exceeding 11,000 V - 2.0 metres
and up to and including 33,000 V
(iii) | for lines of voltages exceeding 33 kV - 2.0 metres plus 0.3 metre fore every
