(Terms and Conditions of Intra-State Open Access)(First Amendment)Regulations, 2014

Notification No. 1of 2014

In exercise of Powers conferred by Sections 39, 40, 42 and 181 of the Electricity Act, 2003
(36 of 2003), and all other powers enabling it in this behalf, and after previous
publication, the Gujarat Electricity Regulatory Commission hereby amends Gujarat
Electricity Regulatory Commission (Terms and Conditions of Intra-State Open
Access) Regulations, 2011 (hereinafter referred to as “The Principal Regulations”)

namely:

1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement

(1)  These regulations be called as the Gujarat Electricity Regulatory
Commission (Terms and Conditions of Intra-State Open Access) (First

Amendment) Regulations, 2014.
(2)  These regulations shall come into force from 1st April, 2014.

(3)  These regulations extend to the whole state of Gujarat.

2. Amendment of Regulation 3(s) of the Principal Regulations:
The definition of Short-Term Open Access shall be substituted as under:

“ Short-Term Open Access” means open-access for a period upto one month at a

time.”

3.  Amendment of Regulation 21 of the Principal Regulations:
(1)  Regulation 21 (2) (ii) of the Principal Regulations shall be substituted as

under:
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(ii) By Short-Term Open Access Customers:

Transmission Charges payable by a Short-Term Open Access customer

shall be determined as under:

Transmission charges payable by Short-term open access customers

=24 x TTC /(ACsx 8760) (In Rs./ MW /day)

Where;

TTC = Total Transmission Cost determined by the Commission for the
transmission system for the relevant year (in Rs.) and

ACs = Sum of capacities allocated to all long-term and medium-term open

access customers in MW.

Provided that transmission charges for short-term open access shall be

payable on the basis of maximum capacity reserved for such customers.”
